Board of Education                               Regional District 13                                July 7, 2004

The Regional District 13 Board of Education met in regular session on Wednesday, July 7, 2004 at 7:00 p.m. in the media center at Strong School.  Board members present: Mrs. Adams, Mr. Brown, Mr. Currlin, Mrs. Golschneider, Mr. Hennick, Mr. Hicks, Dr. Ochterski, Ms. Parsons, Mr. Raczka.  Member absent: Dr. Shoemaker.  Also present: Mrs. Viccaro, Mr. Gourley.

Mrs. Viccaro called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The first order of business was to elect a chair.

Mr. Brown made a motion, second Mr. Currlin, to nominate Mr. Raczka as chair of the Regional District 13 Board of Education.

On a motion by Mr. Hicks, second Mr. Currlin, the Board of Education unanimously voted to close nominations.

Mr. Raczka was elected as chair of the Regional District 13 Board of Education by unanimous vote.

Mr. Currlin made a motion, second Mr. Brown, to nominate Mr. Hicks as secretary of the Regional District 13 Board of Education.

On a motion by Mr. Hennick, second Dr. Ochterski, the Board of Education unanimously approved to close nominations.

Mr. Hicks was elected secretary of the Regional District 13 Board of Education by unanimous vote.

Mr. Hicks made a motion, second Mr. Brown, to nominate Dr. Shoemaker as treasurer of the Regional District 13 Board of Education.

On a motion by Mr. Hennick, second Mrs. Golschneider, the Board of Education unanimously approved to close nominations.

Dr. Shoemaker was elected treasurer of the Regional District 13 Board of Education by unanimous vote.

On a motion by Mr. Hicks, second Mr. Currlin, the Board of Education unanimously approved that the treasurer be allowed to invest the funds of Regional District 13 according to State Statutes.

Mr. Raczka thanked the Board for their nomination and stated this is a wonderful group to work with and he knows they will continue to work together for the good of the students, staff and communities.

There was no public comment.

Next Board Meeting: The next Board of Education meeting will be August 25, 2004 at Strong School.

On a motion by Mr. Hennick, second Mr. Brown, the minutes of the June 9, 2004 Board of Education meeting were unanimously approved.

Communications: Mr. Hicks stated all the Board members have received a letter from Mrs. Dahlmeyer.  Mr. Raczka stated Mr. Wysowski is looking into the matter and procedures have been changed so that all packets received into the guidance office will be registered.

Mr. Hennick attended Project Graduation and stated the students were well behaved and very appreciative.

Mrs. Viccaro was welcomed as the new superintendent.

Superintendent’s Report: Mrs. Viccaro reported it has been a great couple of weeks and very busy.  Mrs. Emory is moving into her new position as Pupil Personnel Director and Eida Hinson-Yokubinas has been hired as the new special education coordinator.

The administrators had a successful two day retreat at the end of the school year where they were recertified in CPR and First Aid, reviewed legal laws and worked on their individual goals for next year.

Transportation: Mr. Gourley reported the District is still working on having a bus depot.  There are 2-3 locations under review.  Also, the lease for the bus contract is up at the end of this year and he would like to recommend that the Transportation Committee review the contract and decide whether to go into negotiations with Dattco or to go out to bid.  Dattco would like to add a new fleet of buses with the new contract.  The Transportation Committee will also review this issue as well as the bus depot location and make recommendations to the Board.

Policy Committee: Mr. Hicks reported the Policy Committee met this evening to review the Internet Publishing Guidelines that need to be included in the student handbooks.  The guidelines also include the permission form that needs to be completed for each student before they can use the Internet.

On a motion by Mr. Currlin, second Mr. Hennick, the Board of Education unanimously approved the Internet Publishing Guidelines.

Building Committee: Mr. Currlin reported the building projects would be essentially completed in September.  The District is looking at having a dedication at the high school in late October.

On a motion by Mr. Hicks, second Mrs. Golschneider, the Board of Education unanimously approved to adjourn.
