Board of Education                               Regional District 13                                June 9, 2004

The Regional District 13 Board of Education met in regular session on Wednesday, June 9, 2004 at 7:30 p.m. in the library at Lyman School.  Board members present: Mr. Brown, Mr. Currlin, Mr. Dlugolenski, Mrs. Golschneider, Mr. Hennick, Mr. Hicks, Mrs. Kellish, Dr. Ochterski (arrived at 8:15 p.m.), Mr. Raczka, Dr. Shoemaker.  Also present: Dr. Breck.

Mrs. Kellish called the meeting to order at 7:40 p.m.  Mrs. Kellish opened the meeting with a moment of silence in memory of President Reagan.

There was no public comment.

Next Board Meeting: The next Board of Education meeting will be July 7, 2004 at Strong School at 7:00 p.m.

Mr. Hicks made a motion, second Dr. Shoemaker to approve the agenda as amended to change executive session to read Pending Claim.

Mr. Hicks made a motion, second Mr. Dlugolenski to approve the minutes to the May 24, 2004 Board of Education minutes.  Mr. Hicks, Mr. Dlugolenski, Mr. Hennick, Mrs. Golschneider, Mrs. Kellish, Mr. Raczka, Mr. Currlin voted yes.  Mr. Brown, Dr. Shoemaker abstained.

Communications: Mrs. Kellish received a note from Barbara Kiesel thanking the Board for the retirement dinner.

This is Mrs. Kellish’s last meeting.  She thanked the Board for all their years of working together and said she will miss everyone.

Mrs. Golschneider said the 4th graders from Lyman and Korn gave pictures to the students attending the junior/senior prom that told them to have a good time and to be safe.

Mrs. Golschneider attended the 20th Annual Latin Banquet and stated the skits were fabulous.  There are fourteen students taking Latin V this year.  She also attended the senior awards night and students received many scholarships.

The Strong School Open House is Sunday, June 13th.

Mr. Currlin presented a proclamation to both Bob Dlugolenski and Joyce Kellish for their years of service on the Board of Education.  Mrs. Kellish also received the Friends of Education Award for her contribution to education.  Dr. Breck was presented with a Good Apple Award for his dedication to education.

The Board took a short break.

Superintendent’s Report: Dr. Breck reported the seniors are getting accepted to very good universities; twenty-eight foreign language students have received COLT (CT Organization of Language Teachers) awards for excellence; and Coginchaug students came in first and second in the stock market game.

Strong and CRHS students attended the Diversity Conference held at Wesleyan University.

Upcoming events include the DARE Graduation at Memorial School and Lyman Lytes.

On Friday, June 11, there will be school.  All schools will be having an educational program, age level appropriate, in memory of President Reagan.

Dr. Breck thanked the Board for their support and for working with him these past years.

2005-2006 Calendar: Mrs. Viccaro would like to have the 2005-06 calendar approved so presenters can be booked for the professional development days.  She stated they are usually booked a year in advance.

On a motion by Mr. Hicks, second Mr. Hennick, the Board of Education unanimously approved the 2005-2006 Calendar.

Transportation Committee: Dr. Ochterski reported he just came from the Planning and Zoning hearing about the bus depot.  He said the zoning needs  to be changed to include storing the buses on that property.  The District had to withdraw its application for a special permit because it was not complete.  The First Selectman in Middlefield did not sign the application because of the issue of the water retention basin on the property.  The District will resubmit the permit if the hearing outcome is positive tonight.

Building Committee: Mr. Raczka reported the paving and landscaping are being done at Strong School.  Strong School is essentially done.  The high school is getting to an end with a lot of work to be done over the summer.  The water system is moving along slowly but should be done over the summer.

Mr. Currlin reported the day after graduation the seats in the auditorium will be taken out and refurbished.

Alumni from various years from Strong School will be attending the ceremony on Sunday.  There is a reception for the alumni before the ceremony begins.  There will be tours of the school after the ceremony followed by refreshments in the cafeteria.

Communications Committee: Mr. Currlin reported the “Town Times” will be doing a series on the District schools over the summer.  The articles will include information on memorials at the schools.  This will be helpful when the Board works on their book listing all the dedications and memorials in the District.

Mr. Currlin stated due to the secrecy regarding presenting the Friends of Education Award to Mrs. Kellish and the Good Apple Award to Dr. Breck it was hard to get the Board approval before.  He is asking that the Board approve these awards tonight.  He is also requesting approval to present the Friends of Education Award for Kathy Koritko to her family at the Strong School open house.  Kathy was the first chair of the Building Committee and had been a Board member for several years.

On a motion by Mr. Currlin, second Mr. Brown the Board of Education unanimously approved the Friends of Education Awards for Joyce Kellish and Kathlene Koritko and the Good Apple Award for Dr. Breck.

On a motion by Mr. Hicks, second Mr. Dlugolenski, the Board of Education unanimously approved to move into executive session for Pending Claim.

On a motion by Mr. Currlin, second Mr. Dlugolenski the Board of Education unanimously approved to adjourn.
