INFORMATIONAL MEETING

APRIL 19, 2004

The Informational Meeting relative to the reconstruction/renovation of town hall was called to order at 8:00 p.m. in the Durham Public Library.

The First Selectwoman Maryann P. Boord welcomed the assemblage to discuss the proposed renovations to the town hall. She noted there were people present who had not attended the first Informational Meeting; therefore the information on the renovation will be offered again by the Project Connect committee.

Laura Francis initially explained how Project Connect started as a pursuit for technological advancement. Phase I, starting out as a management group, saw the creation of the computer network, replacement of a 16-18 year old phone system, and the generation of a municipal website. The Board of Finance asked them to appoint two public members to the committee; the Board also said they shouldn't do new furniture, carpeting, etc, if the entire building hasn't been studied. She noted the timeframe, which is in the attached brochure. She noted the multi-faceted options and the conclusions derived from restoration attempts and studies. She added they tried to pare down the previous proposals…they are not a building committee.
