5.      Discussion with Julie Augeri on Farm for young adults with special needs: Julie made a presentation on providing vocational opportunities for people with developmental disabilities through agriculture and horticulture, by creating a working, self-sustaining farm. She shared her vision of what the farm could be, advising the commission that it is all still in the development stage.

Bob Melvin went to Gastler’s Tree Farm to discuss selecting trees for the memorial tree plantings. Three types of trees were discussed as possibilities, a Tupelo, America Dogwood and a grouping of three American Hollies. Gastler’s will charge $450.00 for each one of the three for a total of $1,350.00. A motion was made by Ralph Chase and seconded by Rick Huntley to approve the purchase and planting of 1 Tupelo, 1 American Dogwood and 1 grouping of 3 American Hollies for the amount of $1,350.00 motion was approved unanimously.
